Transport Minister Mr Buswell announced on June 30th a six month trial of a free 4:00am train service on 

Saturday and Sunday mornings from City on each of the five commuter lines Fremantle, Clarkson, 

Mandurah, Midland and Armadale. This follows a campaign on Facebook that attracted some 35,000 

followers and lobbying by Seb Brodie and Scott Bronsens for this service. This service aimed at Northbridge 

nightspots patrons who experience difficulty with lack of taxis in getting home will become permanent if 

receives sufficient patronage. Existing 2:15am services will now depart at 2:00am and is expected to cost 

about $1 million over the trial period.
