Rebuilding and upgrading of the Mullewa to Morawa line is gaining momentum with extensive earthworks 

being undertaken at various places along the line. This line is not just being upgraded on its present 

formation but will have the majority of the line rebuilt on new formation that does not just follow the 

contours on the land. Stockpiling of ballast and distributing sleepers are now well underway in preparation 

for tracklaying to commence. From Karara Junction to south end of Bell loop then from north end of Bell 

loop at about 340.7km to about 368k [3km south of Canna], also from 401.5km to south end of Monger loop 

at about 422.75km will be a new alignment. From Karara Junction to Monger loop is about 85kms so some 

60 odd kilometres of the line will be on a new and improved gradient for greatly improved train operation. 

This line and the Narngulu Mullewa line are both scheduled to be completed in December 2012.
